Report by Supervisor Milliken
I have reviewed the latest Cross Fund and Budget Performance reports and the bank statements. In spite of the unique challenges faced by the Town this year, our finances are sound as we approach the final quarter.The Board has begun the process of developing a budget for 2021. The challenge will be adjusting to the 20% reduction in aid we are seeing from the State, which in a recent conference call with Comptroller Tom DiNapoli he postulated that these cuts are likely permanent, as well as the continued loss of sales tax revenue from the County, which comprises such a large portion of our operating revenues. We had our first Budget workshop on September 14 to review data and discuss process. As you can see from the agenda, we will have our next Workshop after the tentative budget is presented to the Board on October 5th. We then have about a month and a half to refine the budget before the final adoption date of November 16th. The baseball and softball seasons are concluded, and I would like to thank all involved for conducting a season under very difficult circumstances. In particular thanks to Dave Pirozzolo and his Recreation Committee for their hard work. Likewise, the Concerts in the Park. With all the Covid restrictions it would have been much easier to simply not provide these activities, but these folks drew up the New York State required safety plans and implemented them so the kids could play and adults could enjoy some music in the Park. Your efforts are recognized and 
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appreciated! On our agenda is an appointment to our Planning Board made necessary by the resignation of Joe Janeski. Thank you, Joe, for your service to the Town. Though I hate to concede the summer season is about over, a sure sign of Fall is the scheduling of leaf pickup, which will begin on Nov. 2.
